Vallecitos Mountain Refuge is an historic wilderness ranch 
on 135 acres in the northwest corner of New Mexico, 1 1/2 
hrs from Taos and 3 hours from Durango. The log cabin lodge 
overlooks lush alpine meadows and the Vallecitos River. 
Guests stay in individual casitas and yurts. There is a serene 
meditation hall, cozy library, and a 30’ yurt for meetings and 
gatherings. At 8,800’, surrounded by 1000s of acres of the 
Carson National Forest, this wildlife refuge and mountain 
sanctuary offers you an opportunity to deepen your relation-
ship with the natural world.

Colorado River - A float trip through the Ruby/ Horsethief 
Canyons on one of the world’s most awesome rivers. We begin 
outside Grand Junction in rafts and inflatable kayaks, drifting 
below red rock walls over 1,000 feet. There are 4 nights of 
camping along the river where everyone pitches in to build a 
community experience. Group size is small to assure a 
meaningful adventure with great memories.  No experience is 
necessary but enthusiasm and team spirit are required.
